B. Everyone summoned to appear before the judgment bar of God.  Acts 17:31; 2 Corinthians 5:10; Daniel 7:9,10

a. For what reason?  With what evidence? Romans 14:12; Ecclesiastes 12:14

b. What is Jesus Christ’s role in the judgment?  Daniel 7:13; 1 John 2:1  

c. Does the Bible mention record books in the judgment?  Why?  Daniel 7:10; Malachi 3:16; Psalm 56:8; Psalm 139:1,3,16

d. Is everyone accountable to God for both behavior and words as well as motives?  Ecclesiastes 11:9; Matthew 12:36,37; 1 Corinthians 4:5

C. If we are saved by faith, why are we judged by works?  Matthew 16:27; Ecclesiastes 12:13,14 

D. What are the place of works in the life of the Christian?   Gal. 5: 22,23.

E. By what standard is our conduct measured?  James 2:10-12

F. Is it enough to profess that we are followers of Jesus Christ our Lord?  Matthew 7:21 

G. Is the appointed hour of God’s judgment still way off in the future?  Rev. 14:6,7; 14:14,15 

H. When does God’s heavenly judgment begin and ?  Daniel 8:14, Ezekiel 4:6 

I. The earthly Day of Atonement  (Leviticus 16:30) an example of the pre-advent priestly ministry of Christ in heaven.  Hebrews 8;1,2; 9:11,12,24; Matthew 10:32,33
J. In the OT where was the blood of the “Lord’s goat” taken?  What was done with Satan’s goat?  Lev. 6:15; Lev. 16:20-23

a. The OT sanctuary service showed 3 ways God deals with sin:

i. The outer court – confession of sin pointing to Jesus death

ii. The Holy Place – the work of intercession through transferring sins to the sanctuary through the lamb’s blood which points to Christ’s ministry in heaven.  His righteousness in place of our sins.  Heb 9:24; Romans 5:10; John 16:8-11

iii. The Most Holy Place where judgment took place transferring sins to the one responsible, Satan.  That work going on now .

L. Why does the Christian who believes in and follows Christ have no fear of the judgment?  1 John 1:7; Isaiah 64:6; Revelation 3:5 

M. What sad words will be said when judgment ends and God’s mercy and pardon are withdrawn?  Revelation 22:11,12; Jeremiah 8:20
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
