i. Have the faith of Jesus

ii. Keep all God’s commandments

iii. Blessed with the gift of prophecy

4. God will restore the gift of prophecy just before He comes.  Joel 2:28,311 Corinthians 1:7
a. The Prophet Test:  How do you tell a true prophet from a false one?  

i. Agrees with God’s Word. Isaiah 8:20; 

ii. Predictions come to pass. Jeremiah 28:9; 

iii. Edifies the church. 1 Corinthians 14:3, 4; 
iv. Exalts the sonship and deity of Christ.  1 John 4:1,2; 
v. Life measures up to his/her prophecies.  Matthew 7:16,18
b. Does Ellen G. White pass the test?

i. Born November 26, 1827; 1st vision Dec. 1844; helped educate Blacks in the South after Civil War; helped establish Oakwood College in AL and the world work of the Seventh-day Adventist Church; died August 6, 1881.

ii. Wrote 5,000 articles and 40 books (over 100 titles now in print, including compilations from her 55,000 pages of manuscripts); Christian living, diet, health, prenatal care, drugs, marriage and the home, child guidance, education, etc. with only a 3rd grade education.
