1. Review on diet and tithing principles

2. Dress and adornment:  Reluctance to talk about dress from the Bible, but this is dangerous to ignore.  Hos 4:6
3. 7 Basic Principles on Dress and Adornment:

a. Dress and appearance are an important index of Christian character.  1 Tim 2:9-10
b. Adorning our bodies with colorful cosmetics, glittering jewelry, and luxurious clothes reveals inner pride and vanity, which are destructive to ourselves and to others.  Is 3:16-26; 2 Kings 9:30; Ezekial 23:40; Jer 4:30
c. Compare the Bible’s description of pure church vs the apostate church, i.e. Bablyon, the harlot.  Jer. 6:2 ; Rev. 12;1; Rev. 17:3-5

d. To experience inner spiritual renewal and reconciliation with God, it is necessary to remove all outward besetting objects of idolatry, including jewelry and ornaments.  Gen 35:2-3; Ex 33:4-5

e. Christians should dress in a modest and decent way, showing respect for God, themselves, and others.  1 Tim 2:9
f. Christians should dress soberly, restraining any desire to exhibit themselves by wearing eye-catching clothes, cosmetics, or jewelry.  1 Tim 2:9
i. Who is Mary Quant?

g. Wearing finger rings is not compatible with the Biblical principles of modesty; historically, they have tempted people to wear all kinds of jewelry.  1 Tim 2:9; 1 Peter 3:3-4; Gen 35:2-4; Ex 33:3-5
h. Christians should respect gender distinctions in clothing by wearing clothes that affirm their male or female identities.  Deuteronomy 22:5; Rom 12:2
4. Children of Israel in bondage.  Exodus 2:23-24; Exodus 3:7-8
a. Moses and Aaron sent to deliver Israel from Pharoah by means of the plagues.  Exodus 7:17.  River Nile to blood; frogs; lice; flies; animals destroyed; boils; hail; locusts; darkness; 1st born slain

5. God’s people will witness outpouring of 7 last plagues to those who worship the beast and his image. Daniel 12:1; Revelation 14:9-10
a. This will come after close of probation.  Revelation 22:11
b. 1st plague painful sores Revelation 16:2
c. 2nd plague sea to blood. Revelation 16:3
d. 3rd plague, rivers to blood. Revelation 16:4
e. 4th plague, mankind scorched with sun.  Revelation 16:8-9
f. 5th plague, darkness on the seat of the beast.  Revelation 16:10-11
g. 6th plague, the final battle of Armageddon.  Revelation 16:12-14
h. 7th plague, great earthquake, hail, destruction.  Revelation 16:17-18; Jeremiah 8:20.
